SAMPLE LETTER TO POTENTIAL COVERED FACILITIES

Dear Sirs:

The Monongalia County Local Emergency Planning Committee’s mission is to provide an established, coordinated response to protect the public from the harmful effects of an accidental release of toxic or hazardous substance, materials or wastes, at the site of any chemical manufacturer, user, storer/transporter or on any transportation route which may affect people or property with the jurisdictional boundaries of Monongalia County.

Under the Federal Superfund & Reauthorization Act of 1986 (SARA Title III) owners of facilities, by law, must take certain actions regarding hazardous substances on their property.  The LEPC’s responsibility is to act as guardian of these records and to develop emergency response plans that address accidents involving hazardous material emergencies.

The TIER II EMERGENCY & HAZARDOUS CHEMICAL INVENTORY FORM as submitted previously by your facility has not been received by this agency for the 1997 reporting period.  If you use, store, manufacture, process or import any chemical or chemical substance that is hazardous; you may still be subject to the requirements of this law.  You should check to see if you have any such substances, and if so in what amount. 
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To learn if a substance is hazardous you can:

Check information on labels or literature accompanying the material;

Question the provider of the material;

Tier II reports are due March 1st to this agency, your local fire department and the State Emergency Response Commission (SERC).  Please be advised that the SERC can institute fines against your facility for non-compliance.  If the reporting requirements are no longer met by your facility, please forward written notification to that effect briefly stating the reason(s) for your facility to be removed from the Covered Facilities Listing for Monongalia County.
